Historical background 

Lea Toto Program is a community based care 
program of the Children of God Relief Institute 
(COGRI) which extends care of HIV+ children 
into the community. The program was 
established in 1998 as part of COGRI’s 
Nyumbani Village’s community outreach 
program and became a fully-fledged community 
home based care program in September 1999. 
 
 
Program status 

Lea Toto has a cooperative agreement with 
USAID currently in its fifth phase, running from 
March 2009 to February 2013. The target is to 
reach a cumulative number of 8,500 HIV positive 
children and over 40,000 family members.  
 

The program is also in partnership with World 
Food Program, Concern Worldwide, Medicines 
for Humanity, Hotcourses Foundation, UK and 
Kenya OrphanAid.  
 
In addition Lea Toto works with all Government 
of Kenya line ministries and other partners in all 
the eight centers; Kangemi, Kawangware 
Dagoretti, Kibera, Mukuru, Dandora Kariobangi 
and Mwiki. 
 
 
Lea Toto Key activities 

The Lea Toto program aims at improving the 
quality of life of HIV positive children living in 
some of Nairobi’s poorest informal settlements. 
To accomplish this, the Program facilitates a 
holistic process that involves support and 
access to:  
 

 Comprehensive medical care,  
 Provision of Antiretroviral Drugs (ARVs),  
 Nutrition and food security 
 Psychosocial support to the children and 

their families. 
 Education and vocational training.  

 
 

 
 Capacity building and economic 

empowerment of the children and their 
families. 

 Voluntary Counseling and Testing. 

 Supportive counseling for the children 
and families. 

 
 
Achievement 
The overriding goal of the Lea Toto program is 
to mitigate the impact of HIV/AIDS and decrease 
the risk of HIV transmission by implementing a 
comprehensive home-based care package.   
 
By March 2011, Lea Toto program had reached:  
  
 7698 HIV children with comprehensive 

medical care, psychosocial support, 
educational support. 

 36,000 family members with education and 
skills to support and care for PLWAs, and 
capacity building for self sustenance. 

 2680 children with Antiretroviral Therapy 
services. 

 All school-age children in the program are 
enrolled in school, from pre-school to 
University.
